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Restoration of Marble Statues

The two large marble statues at Stanford’s Jordan Weilke
sculpted by master carver Antonio Frilli, circa 1902. Othant \
a reattached nose and a minor crack suffered in the 190¢#.
earthquake, the statues were in good condition. However, ove
the years they had accumulated a variety of stairts adid other
debris. Stains included heavy carbon pollution which covered
40-50% of the surface, as well as a light brown/pink staierd
were also significant paint and mortar spills from work done
the roof above. Additionally, there were a number of cracks
voids in the supporting sandstone pedestals and surroundinj
joints.

Cleaning with sponge jet and SensiClean media

Restoration work on these statues focused primarily oninfgan
although some patching was done. Sponge jet technology with
SensiClean media was used for heavy pollution removalehs w
as multiple applications of clay poultice with a marbkadler by |
Prosoco. Mortar removal was done mechanically with hand|
tools. In addition to cleaning, cracks around the refaiese
were filled with an Akemi epoxy and marble dust mix. The
supporting pedestals were also patched with Jahn M125 and Ja
M70, and the surrounding joints were repointed where necessar
Finally, R97, a water repellent by Cathedral Stone &g was
applied over the entire surface of both statues.
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
